The Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has issued Daily Weather
Report on Monday, 28" July, 2015 at 1000 PST, portions relevant to Sindh Province are
reproduced here under:

Synoptic Situation:

Well marked seasonal low lies over northwest Balochistan. Another low
pressure area is located over Rajasthan and its adjoining areas. Strong monsoon currents
are penetrating into southern parts of the country and expected to continue during next 2 to
3 days. Moderate monsoon currents are also penetrating in upper parts of the country and
likely to continue in coming days.

Weather Outlook for next 24 Hrs:

Widespread rain-thundershower is expected in Sindh (Sukkur, Larkana,
Mirpurkhas, Hyderabad divisions). Scattered heavy falls are expected in Mirpurkhas,
Sukkur, Hyderabad, Larkana and Shaheed Benazirabad divisions. Rain-thundershower is
also expected at isolated places in Karachi division.

Weather Warning:

Widespread rains (with scattered heavy falls at times very heavy in
Mirpurkhas, Sukkur, Hyderabad, Larkana, and Shaheed Benazirabad divisions) are
expected from Monday to Wednesday. Heavy rains may generate flash flooding and urban
flooding in Sindh during the period, and therefore, all concerned authorities are requested to
take precautionary measures accordingly.
