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Terms and Concepts’

Acceptable risk
The level of boss, a society or community considers it can live with and for which it does not need o
imvest in mitigation

Biological hazard
Blological wectors, micro-organisms, toxins and bioactive substances, which may cause the loss of life or
injury, property damage, social and econamic disruption or environmeantal degradation.

Capacity

A combination of all the strengths and resources available within a community, society or organization
that can reduce the level of risk, or the effects of a disaster, Capacity may indude physical, institutional,
social or economic means as well as skilled personal or collective attributes such as leadership and
management. Capacity may also be described as capability.

Capacity building
Efforis aimed to dewelop human skills or societal infrastructure within 2 community or organization

neaded to reduce the level of risk In extended understanding, capacity building also includes
development of institutional, financial, political and other resources, at different levels of the sodety,

Climate change

The dimate of a place or region is changed if over an extended period (typically decades or longer) there
is & statistically significant change in measurements of either the mean state or variability of the climate
for that region.

Coping capacity

The means by which people or organizations use available resources and abilities to face a disaster. In
general, this involves managing resources, both in normal tmes as well as during crises or adverse
conditions.

Disaster

A serious disruption of the functioning of a community or sodety causing widespread human, material,
economic or environmental losses which exceed the ability of the affected community or society to cope
using its own resources. It results from the combination of hazards, conditions of vulnerability and
insufficient capacity to reduce the potental negative consequences of risk.

Disaster risk management

The comprehensive approach to reduce the adverse impacs of a disaster. It encompasses all actions
taken before, during, and after the disasters. It indudes activibes on mitigation, preparedness,
emergency response, recovery, rehabilitation, and reconstruction.

Disaster risk reduction (disaster reduction)

The measures almed to minimize vulnerabllites and disaster risks throughout a sodety, to aveid
(prevention) or to limit (mitigation and preparedness) the adverse impacts of hazards, within the broad
context of sustainable development,

hurve been adapted from the United Nations International Strategy for Disaster Reduction (UNISDR) st
of terms and concepts. An effort has bean made to simplify them for better understanding of the common reader in Pakistan.
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Early warning
The provision of timely and effective information, through identified insttutions, to communities and
individuals so that they could take action to reduce their risk and prepare for effective response,

Emergency management
The management and deployment of resources for dealing with all aspects of emergencies, in particularly
preparedness, response and rehabilitation,

Geological hazard

Matural earth processes that may cause the loss of life or injury, property damage, social and economic
disruption or environmental degradation. For example earthquakes, tsunamis, volcamic activity and
emissions, landslides, rockslides, rock falls or avalanches, surface collapses, expansive soils and debris or
rrud flows.

Hazard

A potentially damaging physical event or phenomenon that may cause the loss of life or injury, property
darmage, sodal and economic disruption or emdronmental degradation.

Hazards can include natural (geological, hydro-meteorological and biotogical) or induced by human
processes [environmental degradation and technological hazards). Hazards can be single, sequential or
combined in their origin and effects. Each hazard is characterized by its location, intensity, frequency and
probability.

Hazard analysis
&m‘nﬂﬂmnm studies and monitoring of any hazard to determine its potential, orlgin, characteristics and
avior,

Land-Use planning

Branch of physical and socio-economic planning that determines the means and assesses the values or
limitations of various options in which land Is to be utilized, with the comesponding effects on different
segments of the population or interests of a community taken into account in resulting decisions. Land-
use planning can help to mitigate disasters and reduce risks. by discouraging high-density settlements and
construction of key irstallations in hazard-prone areas, control of population density and expansian.

Mitigation
Structural and non-structural measures undertaken to limit the adverse impact of natural hazards,
environmental degradation and technological hazards.

Natural hazards
Matural processes or phenomena occurming on the earth that may constitute a damaging event.

Matural hezards can be dassified by origin namely: geological, hydro meteorological or biological.
Hazardous events can vary in magnitude or intensity, frequency, duration, area of extent, speed of onset,
spatial dispersion and termporal spacing.

Preparedness

Activities and measures taken in advance to ensure effective response to the impact of hazards, incuding
the issuance of timely and effective eary warnings and the temporary evaouation of people and property
from threatened locations.
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Prevention
Artivities to ensure complete avoidance of the adverse impact of hazards

Public awareness

The processes of informing the general population, increasing levelks of consciousness about risks and
how pecple can reduce their exposure to hazards, This is particularty important for public officials in
fulfilling their responsibilities to save lives and property in the event of a disaster.

Recovery
Dedisions and actions taken after a disaster with a view to restoring or improving the pre-disaster living
conditions of the stricken community, while encouraging and fadlitating necessary adjustmeants to reduce
disaster risk.

Relief / response

The provision of assistance during or immediately after a disaster 0 meet the life preservation and basic
subsistence needs of those people affected. It can be of an immediate, short-term, or protracted
duration.

Resilience [ resilient

The capadity of a community, society or organization potentially exposed to hazards to adapt, by resisting
or changing in order to maintain an acceptable leved of fundioning. Reslience can be increased by
learning from past disasters for better future protection and to improve risk reduction measures,

Retrofitting {or upgrading)
Reinforcement of existing buildings and structures to become more resistant and resilient to the foroes of
natural hazards.

Risk

The chances of losses (deaths, injuries, property, livelihoods, economic activity disrupted or environment
damaged) resulting from interactions between hazards and vulnerable social conditions. Risk is expressed
as Risk = Hazards x Vulnerability. Some experts also indude the concept of exposure to refer to the
physical aspects of vulnerability.

Risk assessment/analysis

A methodology to determine the nature and extent of risk by analyzing potential hazards and evaluating

ﬁﬁnﬂ vulnerability that could pose a potential threat to people, property, Ivelhoods and the
ronmant.

Structural / non-structural measures

Structural measures refer o any physical construction to reduce or avoid possible impacts of hazards,
which indude enginesring measures and construction of hazard-resistant and protective structures and
infrastructurs,

Mon-structural measures refer to policies, awareness, knowledge development, public commitment, and
methods and operating practices, induding parbidpatory mechanisms and the provision of informalion,
which can reduce risk and related impacts,

Sustainable development

Development that meets the neads of the present without compromising the ability of future generations
to meet their own needs. It contains within it two key concepts: the concept of "needs", in particular the
essential needs of the world's poor, to which ovemiding priority should be given; and the idea of
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
